FORMER SHERIFF AUBREY JONES, AGE 63 
And a resident of the Pine/Thomas Community died at 5:35 pm Thursday
October 4, 2012 at St. Tammany Parish Hospital. He was a lifelong member of
Crain’s Creek Missionary Baptist Church and a U.S. Army Veteran of the
Vietnam Era. He was involved in law enforcement for 36 years, having retired
from the Louisiana State Police with 20 years of service. Mr. Aubrey then
served with the Washington Parish Sheriff’s Office for almost 16 years, first as
a deputy and later as Sheriff. He was a longtime little league baseball and
football coach in the Pine and Thomas area. He had a baseball field
constructed at his home and hosted countless softball tournaments and
church-softball tournaments for many years.
