Randy L. Bell, 61, of Franklinton, passed away on Thursday, July 16, 2020 in
the presence of family after a long battle with lung cancer. Born on May 18,
1959, in Franklinton, Louisiana, he was the son of Gloria Welch Bell and the
late Thomas “Buster” Bell Jr. He retired a Seabee with the Navy's Mobile
Construction Battalion 74 in Gulfport as one of his most recent duty stations.
He proudly served with the 1st Marine Expeditionary Force during Desert
Storm and was even awarded a Certificate of Commendation from the
Commanding General for his leadership and devotion to his duties. Following
his 20 years of military service, Randy began driving trucks for Leon Hickman
Trucking delivering feed to local dairy farms, and later went on to have a long-
lasting career driving for Parish Concrete, after his oldest son filled out his
application and turned it in for him. He was very grateful for both his Navy
family and his Parish Concrete family. Randy always loved building things and
teaching his sons about life.
